Mr. Wayne G. Norrad is a civilian government employee working at the 720th Special Tactics 

Group, Hurlburt Field, Florida.  He serves as the Public Relations, Recruiting and Training Analyst 

for the commander.  He is from Saco, Maine, and, a few months after graduating from high 

school, enlisted in the Air Force in February 1966.  He served initially as a weapons mechanic 

loading nuclear and later conventional bombs and ammo on B-52s including a tour in Southeast 

Asia supporting the Viet Nam conflict from May 1968 to June 1969.  He was discharged from ac-

tive duty in December 1969.  He returned to active duty in October 1970 and retrained into the 

combat control (CCT) career field in June 1971.  In July 1987, he moved to Hurlburt Field as Su-

perintendent, Directorate of Combat Control and Pararescue at 23rd Air Force (later designated 

Air Force Special Operations Command).  He became the first Chief Enlisted Manager (CEM) at 

the 720th Special Tactics Group, then CEM of the 23rd Special Tactics Squadron.  During this 

assignment, he participated in Operation JUST CAUSE, making a night combat parachute jump 

into Rio Hato Airfield, Panama, with the Army Rangers and also participated in Operations DESERT 

SHIELD and STORM.  In November 1992, he was selected as the Senior Enlisted Advisor to the 

commander, Air Force Special Operations Command, serving in that position for three years.  In 

November 1995 he assumed duty as the Combat Control and Pararescue Recruiting Liaison in 

the 720th Special Tactics Group until retiring from active duty with 30-years service on January 1, 

1997. His awards and decorations include the Legion of Merit, three Broze Star Medals and Viet-

nam Service Medal with three campaign stars.  He earned master parachutist, freefall jumpmas-

ter and combat diver badges and basic aircrew wings for flying on combat missions over Cambo-

dia.  In 1985, he was selected as the Military Airlift Command’s Outstanding Airman of the Year in 

the senior NCO category.
