Dr. Alexis Tibbetts was elected Superintendent on November 7, 2006. Since that time, she
and her administration have focused on many goals:

- ensuring that all Okaloosa students have the opportunity to maximize their academic po-
tential and closing the gap in academic performance;

- improving math and science education through new initiatives in grades 3-8;

- reducing expenses and balancing a decreasing budget.

Under her leadership, Okaloosa County schools have been rated first, second or third in
Florida in reading, math, science and writing at all grade levels tested on the FCAT. Okaloosa
County has the highest percentage of "A" schools in the State of Florida. During her admini-
stration, every school in the district has undergone major renovations or new construction.
More minority students, students in poverty, ESE and ELL students are now enrolled in hon-
ors, AP or IB courses than ever before.

Dr. Tibbetts' signature projects include developing the first Career Technical Academy in the
district, initiating the Advanced Placement Institute at Fort Walton Beach High School, intro-
ducing the Odyssey of the Mind competition to our district, and the foundation of the Emer-
ald Coast Science Center.

Alexis has been honored as the Florida Gifted Teacher of the Year and as Florida’s Region 1
Assistant Principal of the Year. She was named Emerald Coast magazine’s “Educator of the
Year” in 2005. She has presented at numerous local and national educational conferences,
including the National Drop-Out Prevention Conference, the National Career Academy Con-
ference, the National School-to-Work Conference and the Florida Education Technology
Conference.

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Small Club Scores Big with End Polio Effort

In September, the Rotary Club of Bribie Island, Australia, embarked on Project Eradi-
cation, aimed at raising A$1 (about US$0.80) for each one of the community’s 19,490 resi-
dents. Over the next several months, the 25-member club organized a raffle, a children’s col-
oring competition, wine sales, monthly food markets, a movie night, an Australia Day Ball, a
golf day, and a 10-kilometer fun run/walk. Local newspapers were briefed about the effort in
advance and agreed to publish monthly feature articles about the events.

As the fundraisers unfolded, the project gained increasing visibility in the community and
media. The club also sent out news releases about the work of Jenny Horton -- a nurse and
member of the Rotary Club of Kenmore, Queensland -- in the polio immunization effort in
India.

On 13 May, Bribie Island Rotarians presented a check for A$20,000 (about
US$16,600) to Past RI President Clem Renouf at a celebration in Nambour. Another
US$4,200 came from the Rotary Club of Toowong. Renouf offered high praise for Horton,
who also attended the celebration. Horton has worked for the Stop Transmission of Polio pro-
gram in Botswana, Ethiopia, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan. The program was established in
1999 by the World Health Organization, UNICEF, and the U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention, and has received $681,900 in grants from PolioPlus for volunteers’ stipends.

“Someone once said, ‘If you want to send a message, wrap it in a person,”” Renouf
noted. “Jenny is the ideal wrapping for our story at this stage of the war [against polio], not
from command headquarters but from the front line.”
